Welcome and Introduction

Diana Reynolds chaired the meeting and welcomed attendees. She announced that Gerry Quarrel has been appointed Head of Nature, Access, and Marine Unit (NAMU) at WAG and sent his apologies as he is covering two roles at present. Gerry is hoping to attend SG7 in Feb 09 and requested that Diana be proposed as the permanent chair of WBP SG meetings, which the group agreed. Diana also introduced Jodi Massey who works on protected species licensing and is also covering for Delcie Simkin in WAG’s biodiversity team. 

Paper 2 The Future of BAP in Wales and workshop activity (Jan Sherry /Julia Korn)

Jan Sherry introduced herself; she is taking over running of the group from Liz Howe. Jan is the heath land ecologist at CCW. She gave a brief explanation of the new BAP structure and ecosystems group function and announced a good response received to the request for ecosystem group membership volunteers. Broadly, the new Wales BAP process proposes 9 ecosystem groups covering habitats and species within those habitats; a species expert group; a policy group and species lead partners. Chairing of groups will be shared around a variety of WBP members, for example, WAG will chair the policy group and RSPB will chair the species expert Group. Progress for species lead partners has not been so rapid and is was still being developed. Some species lead partners may still operate at the UK level to maintain linkages and continuity where this adds value. Jan explained that the role of the Policy Group was envisaged as critical to retain linkage with the UKBAP structure and to provide a central ‘think tank’ for addressing policy and strategy developments. WBP role will be to progress ‘on the ground action’ and to provide a linkage between national and local partners. Jan displayed a diagram of the new BAP structure

Julia Korn introduced herself and invited comments on the Delivery of the UK Biodiversity Priority habitats and Species Actions in Wales (Annex 2 of the paper).

ACTION 1. All send Julia comments on the plan by 26th November (j.korn@ccw.gov.uk)

ACTION 2. Jan Sherry to circulate the diagram of the new BAP structure to WBP

ACTION 3. Julia  Korn to circulate ecosystem group membership to WBP

Julia outlined the workshop activity (annex 1 page 10), designed as a process for drawing out WBP roles in the new structure. The workshop outputs will be used to refine the process and will be further augmented by 3 regional workshops involving LBAPs, lead partners, and wider network to take place early next year. The steering group then split into 4 cohorts to address the four points relating to the role of WBP steering group in the process.

The mechanism and timetable for the future of BAP was agreed. The list of chairs for each ecosystem group was displayed and discussed. The chairs/hosts were accepted and the principle of rotating chairs endorsed. Potential resourcing issues were raised; sign up to the various groups was recognised as a start but an innovative approach will be required. 

Julia announced that BARS training was available to group members. Membership of the Policy Group is still being worked up and volunteers who currently represent organisations at a senior level are required. Annual reporting was identified as important for keeping people up to speed with the new process as it unfolds. In addition, a yearly report to Natur Cymru magazine will be used as a reporting mechanism.

Paper 3 Biodiversity Indicators (David Allen)

David outlined the progress on UK Biodiversity indicators and the parallel activity at country level. The Defra Bio-Diversity indicators in your pocket booklet outlines 18 indicators, 2 of which are BAP related. In Wales, biodiversity indicators are nested within Environment Strategy and Sustainable Development Scheme. Diana Reynolds mentioned that a Sustainable Development Indicators for Wales pocket guide was available. A discussion then took place focusing on the concept of an explicit set of biodiversity indicators for Wales. The consensus was that more information about the current situation is required and to learn from the Scottish & UK model. 

ACTION 9. WBP Support Team (Delcie Simkin) to circulate Sustainable Development Indicators guide to WBP SG 

ACTION 10. David Allen to bring paper to SG7 on next steps 

ACTION 11. Plant Life (Trevor Dines) & RSPB (Tim Stowe) to provide one member of staff to aid with the identification of specific indicators from the general indicator suite.

ACTION 12. Diana to invite Shaun Russell (Environment Hub) to assist.

ACTION 13. Support team (Bill Somerfield) to ask Richard Evans for an update on the Countryside Survey for Wales and circulate this to WBP

Paper 4 Workshop activity traffic lights exercise on halting biodiversity loss (Diana Reynolds)

Attendees were asked to assess activities affecting Wales’s biodiversity across the broad habitat groups and to suggest new ways of working. Activities were categorised as Stop; Continue; New. Responses were recorded in paper format and collected at the end of the meeting. The workshop forms part of an ongoing assessment and WAG will produce a compilation of this tranche of work in due course.

ACTION 14. WAG (Bill Somerfield) to collate responses and report back to WBP

Paper 5 HABMAP (Karen Robinson)

Karen works in the CCW marine and freshwater science department. She gave a summary of HABMAP and seabed surveying and identified gaps in our current knowledge. HABMAP modelling is recognised as a useful technique but not a replacement for detailed surveying. She pointed out that Ireland has invested in large-scale marine surveying recognising wider, cost benefits for this approach and the potential for economic gain. In the long-term, strategic surveying in Wales would address ‘gaps’.  The cost is prohibitive (£100-200M) but could tie in with possible future UK efforts. CCW recognised the need to act soon in Wales and are keen to map marine/coastal SAC’s.  CCW funding for HABMAP will continue until 2010 although the Interreg funding element for the project has now ceased. Modelling would also be useful at predicting BAP habitats (oyster bed prediction given as an example). 

The forthcoming Marine Bill will require knowledge of marine and coastal systems and a baseline is required to facilitate adequate marine spatial planning. A discussion then ensued largely centred on funding issues and capacity for surveying efforts. It was recognised that WAG Departments should be alerted to the pressing surveying shortfall and be alerted to wider economic benefits on offer. WBP endorsed the HABMAP approach and recognised the surveying shortfall.

ACTION 15. Diana to flag surveying seabed shortfall with NAMU and DE&T colleagues.

ACTION 16. Karen to send Diana details of Severn Estuary marine surveying project bid and the Irish Report outlining economic benefits of large-scale mapping

Paper 6 Continued Loss of Mudflats (Aethne Cooke)

Aethne highlighted the piecemeal loss of mudflats in Wales and questioned whether the new BAP targets were referenced (e.g. no net loss) when decision-makers assessed proposals affecting mudflats and queried the quality of environmental information provided to such parties. In particular, guidance for EIA assessments may be required for officers involved with granting consents. Diana Reynolds highlighted a S42 species example that had recently come to light.  It was suggested that guidance for officers issuing consents across a broad range of habitats where ‘no net loss’ is specified could be issued or incorporated as a draft amendment to TAN 5. Diana also mentioned that WBP’s relationship with WLGA should assist in communicating the issue. David Jenkins drew attention to WAG’s Ancient Woodland Protection scheme in Wales where a presumption against net loss exists. This principle could be adapted to other key habitats. Liz Howe stated that ‘no net loss’ criteria applies over all priority habitats in Wales and suggested organisations should review their targets to reflect this. 

ACTION 17. Policy Group to create draft additional guidance on the protection of S42 habitats and species.
ACTION 18. Diana/Gerry to ascertain the current status of the TAN 5 revision

ACTION 19. All: Send WAG (Delcie.simkin@wales.gsi.gov.uk) case studies of consents issued that resulted in net-loss of priority BAP habitat 

ACTION 20. Diana to speak with CCW regarding the possibility of reviewing the quality of ecological advice and consent decisions in Wales for consents 

Paper 7. Natur Cymru MOU (David Parker/Kate Williamson/James Robertson)

David highlighted the new draft, which had been amended due to comments received since SG5. He pointed out that operating Natur Cymru as limited company adds value to the operation, principally in relation to applications for grant aid. Kate Williamson then explained the changes made to the original MOU and the intention that the agreement be signed by WBP as an entity and by individual partners within WBP. By signing, signatories were reaffirming their commitment to the publication, which acts as a ‘voice’ for Welsh Biodiversity. Partners can also submit articles and provide funding, support in sales and marketing and work towards the aspirations of a sustainable company. James Robertson mentioned the stability of the current operation and potential new opportunities due to new marketing methods. James welcomed financial support from CCW and stressed that new sources of funding were welcome. Looking forward to the long-term financial stability of Natur Cymru, the measures endorsed by WBP would be revisited in time. WBP were supportive of the magazines aspirations and endorsed the MOU principle for WBP and partner organisations. In a related topic, Diana requested articles for a nature conservation campaign running at WAG over the Christmas period.

ACTION 21. Kate to incorporate changes and circulate revised MOU to WBP by 28th November

ACTION 22. Diana to sign amended MOU on behalf of WBP

ACTION 23. Kate to approach major WBP partner organisations in the first instance for MOU sign off

ACTION 24. All to submit suitable articles and to encourage subscriptions to Natur Cymru. Cliff Benson to send dolphins article.

ACTION 25. Diana to offer magazine subscription to Elin Jones (Rural Affairs minister)

ACTION 26. Natur Cymru (Mandy Marsh) to send Delcie Simkin text for inclusion in WAG Christmas advertisement. 

Presentation: Flora Locale –Wild Meadows initiative (James Robertson)

Before James gave the presentation, Diana welcomed attendees back from lunch and updated the group on lichen actions from the SG5 taxonomic presentation. She announced the forthcoming Wales Lower Plant Strategy would be presented for endorsement by WBP.  It was mentioned hat increased publicity for the Ancient Tree Hunt would follow the publication of the strategy. Advisory leaflets to landowners would be produced with financial assistance from WBP to protect tree lichens and any remaining funds could be used to purchase hand lenses. WAG are encouraging the development lichen guidance for TG officers. It was agreed that this guidance ought also to be offered to CADW. Diana also announced a new development with the set up of a lichen-mentoring scheme, initially as a six-month pilot operation, which has potential for extension to other taxonomic groups. To this end, volunteer apprentices are sought who need to be relatively experienced in lichen related work and be prepared to contribute one day per month. In addition, locations for training activities are sought including the new open mosaic BAP habitat. David Jenkins highlighted the Elm propagation project, which would be viable in the next financial year, and it was agreed that this project would be reviewed for potential support from WBP’s 09/10 budget. He also indicated that Coed Cymru could provide expertise on non-toxic cladding (lichen –friendly) for buildings.

ACTION 27. All: Volunteers required as apprentices for lichen mentoring scheme and volunteer potential locations for site training 
ACTION 28.  Bill Somerfield to send TG lichen-management guidance to CADW

ACTION 29. WBP Support Team (Sean McHugh) to look at Coed Cymru elm project for next year’s WBP budget

James Robertson then proceeded with the presentation. James announced that Ivy Berkshire (Flora Locale) was not well enough to travel and he was standing in. Ivy is the contact for the project (wildmeadows.ivy@googlemail.com). He began by informing the group that seeding highway verges with wild flowers sourced from continental sources was the catalyst for the formation of Flora Locale, which has since grown to become a solution-focused organisation, which protects a broad spectrum of biodiversity. He highlighted the fact that meadows and grassland are relatively unprotected compared to other sites, a situation highlighted in the recent Wild about Meadows manifesto. He also mentioned the diverse training programme provided by Flora Locale. Three actions were identified which WBP could support, namely:

1) Agri-environment schemes should support wild meadows and grassland. Ivy has met with Mike Dunn to address this and to push for higher uptake of meadows prescription under Tir Cynnal

2) Assist landowners to create and restore wild meadows

3) Ensure landowners and managers are aware of PONT and the importance of good grazing regimes.

Discussion: Diana indicated that the Axis II review was ongoing and would highlight meadows in a forthcoming cross-compliance meeting she is attending. A key point is; do we force this using compliance, introduce through nurturing and relationship- building, or force through using cross-compliance?

Glenda Thomas remarked that under cross-compliance and EIA regulations, meadows are protected and suggested efforts addressed towards semi-improved land is required. David Jenkins suggested that only ‘hanging on to what we’ve got’ in the light of continuing losses is not viable and Liz Howe offered statistics on meadow loss. Trevor Dines outlined the Monmouth Meadows Project; a collective of small holders who have enhanced meadows in the area through sensitive grazing plans and suggested this could be used as a model, more details of the project are in the WBP Local Success Document. Helen Buckingham questioned the efficacy of prescriptions -based measures as take up is not guaranteed or controllable. Hazel Drewett cautioned against a piecemeal approach, advocating a strategic approach related to ecosystem function. James Robertson responded by saying it depends on the situation at the local level and logistics often prevent a strategic response. He also questioned whether a prescription for grassland was the way forward. Glenda Thomas responded by suggesting that even if grassland prescriptions hold environmental value, this is not reflected in current agri-environment payment schemes. David Jenkins queried the current organic scheme as it could encourage permanent clover-based pasture and more use of the plough. Liz Howe offered the services of the Grassland Ecosystem Group in identifying strategic sites for grasslands/meadows.

ACTION 30. Diana to raise the plight of meadows at the forthcoming WAG Axis II meeting 

ACTION 31. Liz Howe to send loss of meadows statistics to Diana 

ACTION 32. Grassland Ecosystem Group (Helen Buckingham) to identify strategic sites for meadow enhancement and creation 

ACTION 33. WBP Support Team (Sean McHugh) to agree opportunities for meadow management initiatives using WBP taxonomic fund with Ivy Berkshire (Flora Locale).

ACTION 34. All to ensure land managers in your area are aware of the PONT initiative (Contact: Charles Morgan pontcymru@btconnect.com)

Paper 10 LBAP issues (Anne Butler)

Anne Butler introduced herself as the Conwy biodiversity officer and announced she was speaking on behalf of the six Local Authority LBAP officers and ecologists in North Wales. She drew attention to the ‘Making the Connections Report’ prepared by urban vision consultancy for the North Wales Planning Officers Group (NWPOG) which referenced environmental and biodiversity services. Anne stated the report was poorly researched regarding biodiversity service provision with little prior consultation. The report advocated the sharing of staff on a sub-regional basis with the possibility of a centre of excellence established to deliver biodiversity services amongst other services which concerned the North Wales staff. Anne stated that collaborative working is already a strong feature of the North Wales LBAPs and officers were concerned that the report was an insufficient basis upon which to make recommendations for improvements to service delivery. It was noted CCW and EA logos appear on the report.

Diana mentioned that the ESH minister will be sending a letter with WLGA, which confirms the commitment to a minimum of one ecologist and LBAP officer per Local Authority/National Park but was favourable to collaboration in principle. She added that the WAG Making the Connections programme is committed to delivering added value as well as efficiency gains and that there is the potential for the establishment of a regional ‘cadre of professionals’ to deliver expertise across local authority boundaries. It was agreed that there was substantial misinterpretation by the consultants of the biodiversity/nature conservation ‘services’ provided by local authorities. Diana stressed to the best of her knowledge, that the consultancy grant did not come from the ‘Making the Connections’ initiative. A WAG Making the Connections Grant has been applied for and, if granted, this will include conditions on the development of the nature conservation and biodiversity services. It was agreed that WBP would like to scrutinise future ‘Making the Connections’ initiatives for biodiversity and nature conservation provision.

ACTION 35. David Parker & Huw Jones to speak to their respective organisations to establish their involvement.

ACTION 36. Diana to ensure nature conservation and biodiversity input from WAG is provided under future WAG MTC funding
ACTION 37. WBP to consider drafting a letter to NWPOG if deemed necessary based on the outcome of the above investigations

ACTION 38. Bill to re-circulate Enforcement Document and LA Biodiversity checklist to the six local authorities in North Wales.

Item 11 Papers to Note

· Wildlife Crime Update. 

The review of Welsh Wildlife Crime Priorities and the Inspection Report of Wildlife Crime in Scotland will be presented at SG7. David Parker clarified that although the version of the paper shared on the WBP website is for public consumption, the latest details provided in the report to SG can be sensitive and should not be  discussed or shared where they are part of ongoing alleged wildlife crime investigations.

ACTION 39. Ian Guilford to redraft the Wildlife Crime list as two sections: Wales, Elsewhere

· Wales Environment Information Forum (WEIF) update

At its inaugural meeting in June, the forum created a steering group to take forward the work plan. Data flow and data quality issues were recognised as key priorities. The Wales Environment Information Steering Group will act as a working group of WBP and this principle was endorsed. On a similar theme, WBP in conjunction with the LRC’s have worked up a data mobilisation project as requested at SG5.

ACTION 40. WBP Support Team (Sean McHugh) to circulate the data mobilisation project outline to WBP.

· C4C Sustainable Development scheme review task & finish group

The principle of using the group to take this work forward on behalf of WBP was endorsed. The C4C group was made up of WBP members and is membership is committed to embedding biodiversity within the review and will take forward a shared vision of WBP and C4C biodiversity aspirations. 

ACTION 41. Julia Korn to ensure that C4C Group are aware of the need to act as a link to further advice and input from the rest of WBP

· Non-native species task & finish group update

The NNS Wales Action Plan will be presented at SG7

· Rural Development Plan for Wales: Axis 2 review

The consultation is now live and closes on the 19th December. Amongst other things, the review will address the issues of extending the use of the species packages concept currently applied under the Tir Gofal scheme.
